BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF GUAM:
Section 1. Legislative Findings and Intent. I Liheslaturan Gudhan
finds that the Administration’s current projected revenue shortfall for the

entire fiscal year amounts to a relatively high figure of approximately Sixty

Million Dollars ($60,000,000.00).



In finding ways to resolve the projected shortfall, the Governor
concluded that “with no transfer authority under the law and with reduced
revenues, as Governor, (his) options are extremely limited.” Such transfer
authority was necessary, as he claimed in his proposed measure to the
Legislature, in order for him “to reallocate(d) government resources in a
manner consistent with ensuring the continuation of those government
services deemed essential.”

Therefore, I Liheslaturan Gudhan wishes to assist the Governor in his
attempt to resolve the current cash crisis of the Guam Medicaid Program,
Medically Indigent Program, Guam Children’s Health Insurance Program and
General and Welfare Public Assistance Program benefits, by granting him the
authority to transfer funds.

Section 2. Governor’s Transfer Authority. The Governor is hereby
authorized to transfer appropriations from the departments and agencies of
the Executive Branch as contained in Public Law No. 26-35, as amended, into
the following programs: (1) Guam Medicaid Program, (2) Medically Indigent
Program, (3) Guam Children’s Health Insurance Program, and (4) General
and Welfare Public Assistance Program benefits, including but not limited to,
Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (“TANF”), Old Age Assistance
("OAA”), Aid to the Blind (“AB”), and Aid to Permanently and Totally
Disabled (“APTD”).

Section 3. Severability. If any provision of this Law or its
application to any person or circumstance is found to be invalid or contrary to

law, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this



1 Law which can be given effect without the invalid provisions or application,

2 and to this end the provisions of this Law are severable.
